Paul was blinded after his encounter with Jesus, but in reality, he was already blind-
spiritually. He was persecuting the church in the name of God. He was persecuting the
very truth he was trying to defend. He was blinded by his hatred. But then he met Jesus.
Sure, he became physically blind for a few days, but he was finally able to see the truth!
Then, he was healed so he could see physically as well.

Let's do an activity to remember the blindness Saul endured.

Create an obstacle course with the kids. Then, have them pick a partner and lead them
